Mr. Hanimal makes us smile with his multicolored “hanimals.”
These half-hand, half-animal hybrid* species are frozen in
strange positions that can’t possibly be real hands. Having
fingernails for faces, they might make you think about
monsters or insects crawling across the floor. Yikes! But,
because they are brightly colored, they are somehow funny,
playful, and friendly at the same time.

Kate Casanova

Kate Casanova is inspired by organisms and cells, especially
by the membrane (the outer layer that separates the inside
from the outside.) She thinks about how our bodies are
affected by the outside world, and how they change and
adapt. For instance, is your body the same when it’s running
as when it’'s sleeping? Kate creates her abstract species
using lots of different materials that she often finds in
thrift stores.
